Math Homework Choices

8. Create a subtraction or addition story problem and then solve it.

9. Choose a room in your house.  Name the shapes you find in that room.

10. Count all of the light switches or windows in your house.  Count again to make sure you’re correct.

11. Create a calendar for the month.  Keep track of special events and occasions.

12. If you have trouble reversing numbers, practice writing them correctly.

13. Learn your phone number and complete address.

14. Draw a map of your bedroom (or any room in the house).  Include as many details as possible.

15. Help with the grocery shopping.  Where do you find the price of an item?

16. When you ride in the car, notice all of the places you see numbers.

17. Find a calculator.  Figure out how to add and subtract numbers.

18. Write a list of all of your family members.  Record their birthdays by their names.

19. Play a math game. 
20. Practice jumping rope.  Count how many times you can jump without missing.

21. Ask your family members a question.  Make a graph showing the information you find out.
