Food coloring

About 30 pennies

White paper

Drinking glass

What you do
1.  Fill a glass to the top with water.  Add a few drops of food coloring and set the glass on the white paper.

2.  Add pennies one at a time by carefully slipping them into the water.  Notice the water bulge over the top of the glass.  Count the pennies as you put them in.  Stop when the water spills out onto the paper.
